Swine Flu


We are all hearing in the daily news that people in Mexico and in some areas of the United States have become ill with swine influenza.  We hope that no one here develops the illness, but just in case it arrives in our community, now is the time for us to prepare.

Attached are fact sheets about the illness and ways to prevent becoming sick with influenza.  We encourage families to review prevention measures and teach children to make them part of their everyday routine.  We hope the fact sheets will be a helpful reference.

Please be sure to keep children home from day care if they become sick with influenza-like illness.  See your family’s healthcare provider for testing and treatment if any of the following occur:

· If serious illness develops.

· If you or your child/children become ill within a week after travel to Mexico or other swine influenza-affected area in the United States.

· If you or your child/children become ill within a week after contact with someone who traveled to an affected area and who may be ill with swine influenza.

Call ahead so the office will be ready to see you away from other patients.

The Health Department will address the possibility of day care closures should probable/confirmed cases arise in our community. Please plan for how children could be cared for in their home.
