St. Croix County DHHS-Public Health continues to work hard to keep our residents healthy during this Novel Influenza A (H1N1) situation.  The flu season is not over! Novel Influenza A (H1N1) continues to be common in Wisconsin. 
With guidance from the Wisconsin Division of Public Health, we continue to recommend suspension of the common cup wine distribution as part of the communion service to all church congregations and faith communities.  In addition, we would recommend you review your policy on the use of the common communal cup.

Utilizing good infection control practices is the responsibility of everyone.  We also encourage cough etiquette, washing hands, avoiding close contact with those who have flu symptoms and to stay home if you are ill.
