(BUFFALO COUNTY PUBLIC HEALTH ANNOUNCES SCHOOL-BASED CLINICS FOR CHILDREN 6 MONTHS TO 24 YEARS OF AGE)
ALMA, WI – Buffalo County residents will have several opportunities to receive the H1N1 flu vaccine at clinics held by the Buffalo County Health Department. Separate clinics will be held for children 6 months to 24 years of age and for the general public.

For all school-based clinics, parents of children in Early Childhood through third grade must be present with their child at the time of vaccination. Parents of older students or those who wish to be present with their child during vaccination are welcome to attend. Daycare providers should notify parents of children in their care to also bring children aged 6 months and older.

The H1N1 flu vaccine is safe. According to the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and other respectable health sources, the H1N1 vaccine is produced in the same facilities by the same companies/manufacturers using the same process as is used for the seasonal flu vaccine. The side effects of the vaccine are similar to those for seasonal flu vaccine.
