DAY 3-11:  �PATIENT IS CONTAGIOUS





DAY 1: EXPOSURE





The following taken from Interim Guidance for Clinicians on Identifying and Caring for Patients with Swine-origin Influenza A (H1N1) Virus Infection, CDC, April 29, 2009 �


Estimated incubation period is unknown and could range from 1-7 days, and more likely 1-4 days.


Infected persons are assumed to be shedding virus from the day prior to illness onset until resolution of symptoms.


Persons with Influenza A (H1N1) virus infection should be considered potentially contagious for up to 7 days following illness onset.  


Persons who continue to be ill longer than 7 days after illness onset should be considered potentially contagious until symptoms have resolved.  
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DAY 5-11: �ILLNESS OCCURS.  VOLUNTARY ISOLATION UNTIL 7 DAYS AFTER SYMPTOMS BEGAN OR UNTIL ASYMPTOMATIC FOR 24 HOURS, WHICHEVER IS LONGER.
